Many of you ask us when and if wélave swimming The answer has alwaglspended
uponyou, the residents. In a nutshaflenough people pay the swimming fgenerating
enough revenue to run the swimming prograwe will have swimminglf enough people do
NOTpay the swimming feeve simply cannot afford to run a swimming prograiWhat we
believehashappened in years past was thi8s swimming participation declined, the decision
was made to run a swimming program anyway, thus depldéhedake funds This resulted in
the lakebeing shut down in 20Q®@ne-third of the waythrough the summer and the lake

being on the verge of bankruptcy. The beach and clubhouse were in disrepair for no one to
enjoy. We havbeenmore financially responsibldt has taken us twgears to get &ushion

in the bank.

As you can see from the data, our numbers are growing and that is a good sign! If we were t
only have a shortfall of $10033000 for a swimming program, we would be able to run it and
make up the difference with funds generatdtréugh business sponsors, beach rentals, or
fundraising (event) revenue.
